Preparation of Working Solution
The Rabbit Negative Control is a ready-to-use working solution and requires no further preparation.



Recommended Protocol
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In order to serve as a true negative control, this rabbit antibody should be used under the identical conditions and at the same concentration as other purified rabbit antibodies.

Rabbit negative control serum is applied in place of a rabbit anti-human primary antibody onto tissue that has been designated as the corresponding negative control. The
section under test and the corresponding negative control should be serial sections off the same paraffin-embedded block.

Note: Both the tissue under test and the negative control tissue must be unmasked using the same unmasking reagent and protocol such as Heat Induced Epitope Retrieval

(HIER).
